To begin with the college is starting the following three

degree level courses with an intake of 40 students each from the

academic session 1995-96.

1. Mechanical Engineering

2. Production Engineering

The other three degree level courses namely Computer 3ci-

ence and Engineering~Chemical Engineering with its two speciali-

sations and Materials Engineering will be started from the acade-

mic session 1996-97.

The funds are required to provide infrastructure for the

above courses. The proposed expenditure during 1995-96 is

Rs.820.69 lacs against an anticipated income of Rs.820.69 lacs.

Ad~itional funds of Rs.241.00 lacs are required over and

above the proposed budget for partial compl etion of new works

urgently needed for addi tional courses and addi tional staff and

students in July/August,1996.
